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5 Card Cash Top Prize Ticket Sold in Racine County
$250,000 Prize Is First Ever In New Lotto Game

(Madison) —Yesterday, a little bit of lottery history was made in Wisconsin, when a 5 Card
Cash ticket worth $250,000 was sold in Racine County. It is the first $250,000 top prize
winner since the game started on April 6, 2014.

Monday's winning 5 Card Cash card symbols were the 3 of Spades, Queen of Hearts, King
of Diamonds, Queen of Diamonds and Queen of Clubs.

The ticket, sold at Franksville Oil & LP Gas, 10616 Hwy K in Franksville, matched all five
winning card symbols in the 5 Card Cash drawing on Monday, June 2, 2014 to win the
$250,000 prize. Because the ticket also had 3 Queens, the player won an additional $5 for
having "3 of a Kind" on the instant portion, bringing the total to $250,005.

The celebration of the first top prize winner also corresponds with the start of 5 Card Cash
Bonus Days, which lasts all month long. During the month of June, all players who
purchase a 5 Card Cash ticket have a 1:10 chance of winning a $2 Bonus 5 Card Cash
ticket for that same drawing at no additional cost.

5 Card Cash is the Wisconsin Lottery's new daily lotto game which offers two ways to win.
When players buy their ticket, five card symbols are printed on it. If the five card symbols
include a pair of 8's or better or a higher winning hand, like three of a kind, a flush or a full
house, they win instantly. The top prize on the instant portion is $5,000 for having a royal
flush.

For the nightly drawing, the lottery draws five random card symbols from the 52 total cards.
A player then wins if they match at least two of the five cards drawn. If they match all five,
the player wins $250,000! The odds of winning the 5 Card Cash $250,000 top prize are
approximately 1:2.6 million.
