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Routine Store Visit Turns Into $100,000

Oshkosh man claims final top prize in Perfect 10 scratch game

MADISON, Wis. — A routine afternoon store visit turned into $100,000 for an Oshkosh man. The win marked the final top
prize of the Wisconsin Lottery’s Perfect 10 Scratch game.

Frequent player Ralph Guenther claimed his prize last week after buying his ticket at the Kwik Trip on 2115 Jackson St. in
Oshkosh. “I make an afternoon stop at Kwik Trip almost daily,” he told Lottery officials about his visit.

After scratching the ticket and realizing that he had won, Guenther had a difficult time controlling his emotion.
“I couldn’t believe it,” he said. “We had a good cry over it. It's a life-changing experience.”

The odds of a player winning the $100,000 top prize are 1 in 288,000. The first Perfect 10 top prize was claimed Jan. 8 by
a Port Washington resident.

As winning retailer, the Kwik Trip location will receive $2,000.
